Opportunities may include remaining in your current position/ location, voluntary
redundancies, opportunities at other Aurizon Bulk depots and redundancy swaps
before any non-voluntary redundancies are explored.

Rest assured that your
union will be working with you to ensure the best outcome for you and your family.

There has been no government decision made regarding the North West cattle
contract at this stage but is due this calendar year.
